Rationale

The school uniform is determined by the Principal in accordance with the Education Act 2006 and in consultation with
teachers, students and parents.
The school uniform is designed to be safe and comfortable for students and affordable for all families. 
The wearing of the school uniform: 
·allows staff to easily identify students and non-students at school and in the community;
·eliminates distraction of competition in fashion;
·minimises visible evidence of economic and social differences;  
·fosters a sense of belonging, school spirit and pride; and 
promotes a positive school image in the community.

Application

The Student Dress Code applies to students when: 
·attending or representing the school. 
·travelling to and from school.
·engaging in school activities out of school hours.

HPE and Sports Academy
Junior school shorts OR black school Sports Academy shorts with logo.
Junior school shirt OR school Sports Academy polo shirt with logo.
Sports shoes. 
Students are to change into this uniform at the beginning of the HPE / Sports Academy lesson and change back into
formal uniform immediately after the lesson. Sports Academy students will change into designated academy training
attire.

Wet Weather

During wet weather, students may wear alternative closed-in shoes.  For health and safety reasons, under no
circumstances can students wear thongs, slides, crocs or anything similar.  Students and parents/carers will be advised of
when these arrangements are in place. 

Winter (optional)

Plain black tracksuit pants or school plain black formal slacks with logo.
Full length plain black stockings or tights worn under skirts. 
School black jacket with red stripe with logo or black jumper with school logo.

Students are permitted to wear a watch, plain bracelet and two pairs of sleeper earrings or plain studs in each ear,
one plain chain necklace and a plain ring. Students may have one stud/bar facial piercing. One facial piercing to be
worn. No other form of jewellery or adornment is to be worn. Students may be asked to remove piercings at certain
times due to health and safety.

Jewellery

Formal
The school black blazer with logo will be available for students to wear on formal occasions.

Girls - Black or teal school pleated skirt with school logo OR plain black school formal trousers with logo. Skirt is to sit just above the
knee. 
Black stockings with skirt and plain black formal lace up school shoes/dress shoes.
Boys - Plain black school formal trousers with logo. Plain black formal lace up shoes.

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Hair
Hair is to be kept neat and tidy. Only natural hair colours are permitted, outlandish colours and styles are not permitted.
Students maybe asked to tie their hair up at certain times due to health and safety.
Facial hair is to be kept neat and tidy.

Make-up
No eye make-up or excessive facial make-up is to be worn.

Students maybe asked to trim their nails at certain times due to health and safety.
False nails are permitted, the length must be kept short.
Only natural looking colours are permitted, outlandish colours and styles are not permitted.
